Directions: You are to go to my website argentsworldhistory.weebly.com and research more information about the Hebrews.  Look at the links I provided to find out more about these very religious people.  You will then create a Newspaper as if you lived during that timeframe.  You are to have 3 articles or written responses chosen from below. Be sure to read through the rubric to know how it will be graded.  You will also include pictures.  Be sure to save this to your google account and then you can print and attach it to this scoring rubric.
I. Your Newsletter/paper needs to have a “catchy” title and include at least 3 pictures.  You must also put your name on the Newspaper.

II. Article:  You are to research the website: argentsworldhistory.weebly.com OR your notes from your book to choose something to share about the Hebrews that you feel is the most interesting.  Examples of stories:  Hebrews always moving, Captivity, Changes of names, religious beliefs just (to name a few).

III. Job resume:  You are to choose a job that you might feel you could apply for as if you lived during the times of the Hebrews.  An example might be the next king, queen, judge, carpenter, etc.  You are to write your qualifications that you have that would prove you would be good for the job.  Look at my website to see an example of a job resume.

IV. Advertisement:  Choose something fun the Hebrews might need.  Ex: moving company, new shoes, clothes, etc. Create an advertisement that might have been used during their times to help them or serve them.  Your ad might be something they can use or a service.  Be descriptive and include a picture to go with it.

V. Highlight Section:  This is where you will introduce and important Hebrew we met in this unit.  Be sure to be descriptive about this person and how they impacted the civilization.
